Energy-Saving Tips jor Pall 

During this lime of the year, it's a good time to look at ways to 

reduce utility costs and save energy! Here are a few tips that 

bring real results in lower energy bills: 

Seal drafts: Apply weatherstripping to seal air leaks around 

windows and doors, which prevents warm air from escaping and 

cold air from entering. 

I ayer up: Wear extra layers of clothing, such as sweaters and 

blankets, to stay warm rather than turning up the heat. 

l se curtains and blinds: Open window coverings during the day

lo allow sunlight lo heat your home, and close them at night to

keep the warm air inside.

Adjusl your thermostat: Lower the thermostat a few degrees 

when you are sleeping or away from home lo save significant 

energy. A programmable thermostat can automate this for you. 

Keep vents clear: Ensure that air vents are not blocked by 

furniture or other items so the healed air can circulate 

efficiently throughout your home.

l nplug electronics: Many devices, such as TVs, printers, and

phone chargers, continue to draw energy even when turned off.

l se smart power '>!rips: These make il easy lo cut off power lo

multiple devices at once, preventing "phantom load"; or wasted

energy.

Wash clothes In cold waler: Most of the energy used for washing

clothes goes into heating the waler, so washing in cold waler is

an effective way to save.

,\ir dry dolhcs: When possible, use a clothesline or drying rack

to air-dry clothes instead of using a clothes dryer, which

consumes a lot of electricity.

<;\,ilch lo I [D lighting: Replace old incandescent bulbs with 

energy-efficient LEDs, which use significantly less energy and 

last longer appeal. When each homeowner fulfills their

responsibility, the entire community benefits from a cleaner,

safer, and more attractive environment.

A fall home maintenance checklist includes: 

Clean G11llers and Downspouts: Clear out leaves and debris lo 

prevent ice dams from forming when water freezes in clogged 

gullers. 

Inspect lhe Rool: Look for any damaged or missing shingles, 

which could lead to leaks during winter weather. 

Prepare Outdoor Plumbing: Disconnect garden hoses, shut off 

outdoor faucets, and drain your sprinkler system Lo prevent 

freezing.

inspect your furnace or heating system and replace the air filter 

to ensure il operates efficiently and safely for lhe upcoming 

cold season.

This year, we've revised the application period to coincide with 
your other post graduate application deadlines. We will accept 
applications for the scholarship beginning on Tuesday, Seplember 
16, 2025, lhrough Wednesday, December 31, 2025, al 3PM. 

To qualify, you must be a current resident of Mainstreet 
Community for a minimum of six months and be a current 
member in good standing with HOA assessments. Other criteria 
requirements are: 

• Be a high school senior graduating during the 2025-2026
academic school year.

• Be accepted in either a 2- or 4-year college program or a
technical, trade, apprenticeship or certification school program
with enrollment to commence before 12/31/26.

• Complete and submit the scholarship application by the
deadline of 12/31/25, at 3PM.

• Have a minimum grade point average of 3.0 cumulative,
verified by an official, sealed school transcript. Unsealed or
unofficial copies will not be accepted and will cause the 
application to be voided if not replaced by the deadline
submission date.

• Submit a letter of recommendation from a school
administrator, teacher or counselor.

• Write and submit an essay, •what ideas for youth engagement
opportunities do you have for Mainstreet that would add value
to the community, and how would you kickstart
implementation?" Essays should not exceed 300 words.

• Complete six (6) hours of required volunteer work with
Mainstreet Community to be coordinated with the onsite
administrative office within 90 days of the award winner being
announced.

• Attend an in-person interview, in the event of a tied score
between applicants.

' Smoke Alarm Facts 

' 

• Fatal residential building fires occur most frequently in the
late evening and early morning hours, peaking from
midnight to 5 a.m.
Smoking is the leading cause of fatal residential building
fires (19%).

• 59% of home fire deaths happen in homes without working
smoke alarms.

• The risk of dying in a home fire is cut in half in homes with
working smoke alarms.

Fire Safety Tips 
Install smoke alarms in every sleeping room and outside 
each separate sleeping area. Install alarms on every level of 
the home. Install alarms in the basement. 

• Test all smoke alarms at least once a month. Press the test
button to verify that the alarm is functioning correctly.

• A closed door may slow the spread of smoke, heat, and fire.
• Working smoke alarms are an essential part of a home fire

escape plan.



Crime prevention in an HOA community is the same as 

everywhere else - we all want our homes and neighborhoods to 

be safe. Although the level lo which the board is responsible for 

the safety of the community is outlined in the governing 

documents, residents can also help in their own ways to prevent 

crime from happening in their community. 

You don't have lo be part of neighborhood watch lo do your share 

in preventing crime here in Mainstreet - just getting involved with 

crime prevention efforts can go a long way. A few simple things 

can greatly discourage theft in the community and keep everyone 

safe. Here are our lop nine lips that will help us all do our part in 

keeping the community streets and homes secure. 

1. Well-Lil l:xleriors: There are so many benefits to having a well­

Iii exterior. Not only does nighttime lighting help create a

welcoming and beautiful atmosphere and prevent falls and

injuries, but lighting can also go a long way in preventing crime in 

your HOA. Most criminals want to stay anonymous and

undetected, so they tend to keep to the shadows when committing

theft in the community. Even if a crime is commilted in a well-lit 

area, there is a better likelihood that when reporting if it was 

reported right away or recorded by a security camera as evidence.

2. rncourage Residents lo Lock l lomes and Vehicles: Crime

prevention the community, for the most part. making it

inconvenient to commit a crime. Locking a vehicle or home may

provide enough discouragement to keep most criminals from 

breaking into the property. Thieves target unlocked vehicles

because they can break in, steal, and make their exit very quickly.

3. Alarm Systems: When burglars know the possibility of an alarm

system being installed al your property, then that's already a good

deterrent against crime. All but the most determined of burglars

will be discouraged by the possibility of discovery as soon as they

get in.

4. rducale Residents Lo Work wllh Local Law rnforcemenl: Having

the community work with public safety as we all attempt to fight 

crime in the neighborhood is our strongest asset! If you see 

something, say something, even if it seems like it's a minor thing 

al the time. All residents can obtain a list of phone numbers to 

call in both emergency and non-emergency situation at the onsite.

5. Join \1ainslreel Community Crimewalch: If crime

prevention is something that you have some experience

with, you should consider joining forces with Crimewalch

Committee right here! Joining as a street captain or

volunteer can not only make the community safer, but it

can also help bring neighbors together as we all strategize 

and work together to make the community a better place 

to live in. Just the simple fact thal homeowners themselves

are on the lookout for crime will keep criminals al bay,

especially in cases of insider crime.

6. Stay l pdaled on Crime :\ews and Trends: Crime 

prevention is also a maller of knowing and being aware 

of the latest trends related to scams and fraud. Are your

neighbors getting into online purchasing? Be more

vigilant against "porch pirates" and those thieves who

sneak into porches to steal delivered packages. The

holidays is another peak season for possible crimes.

7. Build a Strong Community: Strong and neighborly 

communities will always be the best at keeping crime 

away from their neighborhoods. Neighbors who care for 

each other will be on the lookout for the well-being of 

those around them. Communities should always do what 

they can to build light-knit neighborhoods and make 

efforts lo gel lo know each other. Residents who know 

each other can work together to watch each other's

homes while the other family is away. Plus, the more the

people in the community know everyone else, the faster it

will be for residents to pick out unusual visitors or

suspicious activities in their area. 

Crime Prevention involves everyone! A safe and secure 

community is a lop priority. Crime prevention is best 

done as a community with everyone aware and involved.

Georgia House Bill 399, now Act 315, is a new law under Title 

44 of Georgia's property code that requires out-of-state 

landlords of single-family and duplex properties to have in­

state staff to manage tenant communications. The law took 

effect on July 1, 2025. 

Summ11riy of key pl'ovlslons 

• Purpose: The bill was passed to ensure better

accountability and responsiveness for tenants renting

from out-of-state landlords, particularly large, institutional

property owners.

• In-state staff requirement: Out-of-state landlords must

hire a Georgia-licensed real estate broker to manage their

properties. If that broker lives outside of Georgia, they

must also employ at least one Georgia resident to handle

tenant communication for maintenance and other issues.

• Local government restrictions: The law prohibits local

governments from creating a registry of rental properties

or conducting inspections of residential rentals without

probable cause of a code violation.

• Enforcement of code violations: When there is probable

cause of a code violation, the new law allows code

enforcement officers to request the property manager's

contact information from the tenant. This provides a

mechanism for local governments to address issues with

properties owned by out-of-state landlords.

• Licensing exemptions: The act also modifies licensing

exemptions for property managers. It includes new

exemptions for family members of owners and officers of

LLCs managing their own property, while eliminating

outdated exemptions that were previously exploited.

Affeeled porlies 

• Tenanls: The law gives tenants a local point of contact to

address maintenance and other property-related issues,

which can lead to faster resolution of problems.

• 0 u l-of-sla te land lords: These property owners mu st

formalize their operations to ensure compliance with the

new law, which may include hiring new staff or contracting

with a licensed broker.

• Real estate professionals: Georgia-based real

estate brokers and property managers may

see an increase in business as out-of-state

landlords seek their services to comply with

the law.

• Local governments: The law provides a new

mechanism for code enforcement while

restricting the ability to create blanket rental

registries.

• 1 Tablespoon of Extra-Virgin Olive Oil

• 3 Cloves of Garlic (finely chopped)

• 1 Large Onion (finely chopped)

• Kosher Salt (and freshly Ground Black Pepper)

• 4 cups of Lowfat Milk (1-percent)

• ¼ cup Cornstarch

• 2 5-ounces packages of Baby Spinach

• ½ cup of Fresh Flat-Leaf Parsley Leaves (finely chopped,

plus more, for garnish) 

• ¼ teaspoon of Nutmeg (freshly grated) 

• 1 Butternut Squash (about 2 1/2 pounds, peeled, seeded, 

halved lengthwise and cut into 1/4-inch-thick half-moons)

• 2 cups of Part-Skim Mozzarella (shredded) 

and Spinach 

1. Preheat the oven to 400 degrees F. Soak the lasagna

noodles in warm waler.

2.Heat the oil in a large skillet over medium heat. Add

the garlic, onions and salt and pepper. Cook, stirring

occasionally, until the vegetables are tender and

browned, about 10 minutes. If the mixture becomes

too dry, add a tablespoon or two of water.

3.Meanwhile, stir together 1/2 cup of the milk and the 

cornstarch in a small bowl until smooth. Heat the

remaining 3 1/2 cups milk in a large saucepan until

bubbling. Stir the cornstarch mixture into the milk

and bring to a boil. Simmer, stirring, until the milk 

thickens to the consistency of a thin batter, about 5

minutes. Stir in the onion mixture, spinach, parsley

and nutmeg, and cook until the spinach wilts. Season

with salt and pepper. Remove from the heat.

4. Drain the noodles. Spread 1 cup of the spinach

mixture over the bottom of a 13- by 9- by 2-inch

glass or ceramic baking dish. Arrange 3 lasagna

noodles over the spinach. Arrange half of the squash

over the noodles, overlapping slighlly, and sprinkle

with one-third of the mozzarella. Spoon 1 cup

spinach mixture over the cheese, and top with 3

noodles, the remaining squash and another third of

the mozzarella. Top with 1 cup spinach mixture,

followed by the last 3 noodles and the remaining 1

cup spinach mixture. Cover tightly with foil; reserve

the remaining mozzarella.

5. Bake for 40 minutes. Uncover and sprinkle the 

remaining mozzarella over the top. Bake until

bubbling and the squash is tender, about 15 minutes.

Let stand at least 10 minutes before serving.

·c0o�'s \ole: For freezing and reheating, allow the lasagna lo 

cool completely. Divide into 8 even portions and store in a 

freezer-safe resealable plastic bag or container. Transfer to a 

microwave-safe plate. loosely cover with plastic wrap and 

micro,vave unlit hot. 4 Lo 5 minutes.
